Request for Comment Concerning Amendments to Legislation that would Allow Employers to Require Employees to Receive Wages by Either Direct Deposit or a Payroll Debit Card
We are writing this comment call to request feedback concerning two amendments that would modify the H-3 substitute of the legislation that would allow employers to require employees to receive wages by electronic means only. 

Summary:

On February 16, 2010, Rep. Dan Scripps (D-Leland) introduced House Bill 5821 which was referred to the House Committee on Banking and Financial Services.  Since then, the bill has been amended (H-3) and has advanced to the full Senate.   
This bill would allow employers to require employees to receive wages by either direct deposit or a payroll debit card if the employer fulfills certain requirements.  Currently, we are working with the third substitute of the bill, HB 5821 (H-3) that would allow at least one free withdrawal each week from an ATM or teller window.  
The first suggested amendment would require the free withdrawals to be once “per pay period but not more frequently that once per week” instead of once “each week” because some workers get paid daily.  Also this amendment would change the language from “allow employers” to “entitles employers” to make clear that employers may offer additional means of free access and still comply with statutory requirements.  The second amendment would remove additional barriers to free access by removing that the free withdrawals can only be made from a teller or ATM, since some of the larger ATM networks are not affiliated with a financial institution.
